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Monday Night Clinic

One of the more unique partnerships we have here in Franklin County is the Columbus Dental
Society’s Monday Night Clinic where several of our member dentists join with the Physician’s Care
Connection to provide volunteer emergency treatment to some of Franklin County’s most vulnerable
residents. Assisting us with this dentist/physician partnership is the Columbus Health Department,
which provides treatment space for volunteers at its dental clinic.

Since late summer in 2012, many of our members have signed up to volunteer for four hours twice a
month to help bring permanent relief from dental pain to underserved adults through extractions and
emergency restorative care. The free clinic is held the second and fourth Monday of every month.
Physicians see these patients first in a medical care setting and are able to identify that the individual
is in immediate need of dental care.

On average each Monday evening, five dentists, in addition to auxiliary staff and dental students,
volunteer to provide dental care to approximately 15-20 patients.

Utilization of the clinic has been strong, and this demonstrates the great need that exists within our
community. In 2013, 323 patients were seen in the clinic — and over 90% of these patients had teeth
extracted. As this program continues to grow through 2014, restorative follow-up care will be added to
the services provided.

Since the original purpose of this dental clinic was to perform extractions, it quickly became apparent
that our dental volunteers required a surgical drill to remove severely broken teeth.

This need was met last summer when Dr. Robert Hinkle, who practices oral
surgery in Dublin and serves on the Board of Directors for the Columbus Dental
Society, mentioned that a drill could be purchased and paid for through the Bob
& Peg Hinkle Family Fund, established within the Ohio Dental Association
Foundation in memory of his father, Dr. Bob Hinkle. “When | saw how much a
- W surgery drill system could help with extractions at the Monday Night Clinic, there
~ | was no question that giving a $6,000 grant to pay for the drill was a fitting tribute
il / to my father, who did so much to help others during his years as a dentist,”
L | Hinkle said.

The $6,000 grant was awarded to the Columbus Dental Society and used to purchase an Aseptico
Surgery Drill system with foot pedal and two handpieces. In addition to the financial support from the
Hinkle Family Fund, Aseptico also gave a $1,200 discount to the dental society. “This surgery drill
system has made it easier for the dentists to perform an extraction, especially when a patient
presents with teeth so badly broken, some down to the gums, that you know it has to hurt,” stated
Hinkle.

There is always the issue of where money will come from for expenses associated with operating the
free Monday Night Clinic. In addition to the financial support of the Hinkle Fund, the Physician’s Care

Connection has helped through successfully writing and receiving outside grants — another benefit of
our collaboration. Through their financial support, a permanent part-time dental assistant has been
hired, and a Statim Sterilizer purchased. The ODA Foundation also provided a $1,500 grant in fall
2013 to help with materials and supply expenses.

Dr. Ben Lamielle of Hilliard volunteers at the Monday Night Clinic and says that what he and other
volunteers do is rewarding, “There’s camaraderie among us and gratification in knowing that what we
do at the Monday Night Clinic is making a difference to someone in need. What matters most, though,
is having the opportunity to help ease someone’s pain — and in four hours in one evening, we can
make a big difference.”

More volunteers are needed to sign up for the Monday Night Clinic — especially as awareness of the
clinic continues to grow.
